WHEREAS, 567 |IAC Chapter
106.18(5)“b” provides for the “Local Gov-
ernment Dedicated Fund” mechanism to
be an acceptable financial assurance in-
strument, and the Clayton County meets

WHEREAS, lowa Administrative Code
567 Chapter 106.18(5)‘b” requires the
“Local Government Dedicated Fund” be
dedicated by state constitutional provision
or local government statute, charter, ordi-
nance, resolution or order as a restricted
fund to pay for closure costs arising from
the operation of the facility.
